Don’t have a ship made already but want to be part of the contest? Never fear! Throughout the day, visitors can create their own ships with HRNM-owned LEGOs. Educators will also be on hand to share the science behind building ships. In addition, visitors can create historic naval ships from HRNM’s own diagrams. Each year, staff members add new ships to their on-site brick fleet. New ships this year include USS Wisconsin, USS Zumwalt, USS Cumberland, and USS Harry S. Truman.

Several LEGO-related activities will accompany the event, so be sure to bring your creativity to the Hampton Roads Naval Museum.
