The Treaty of Ghent formally concluded the War of 1812 between the United States of America and the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland. It took weeks for news of the peace treaty to reach the United States. The Treaty of Ghent was not in effect until it was ratified by the U.S. Senate unanimously on February 18, 1815. 

According to Stacy Weissner, a member of the Regency Society of Virginia, “The military families and their neighbors living in Norfolk in 1815 shared the same types of experiences as those who live in the area today and the Regency Society of Virginia is thrilled to join with the Hampton Roads Naval Museum to offer the public a fun and interactive look at the impact that the War of 1812 had on local citizens.” 

The Hampton Roads Naval Museum, www.hrnm.navy.mil , introduces visitors to over 239 years of U.S. Naval history in Hampton Roads, Virginia. One of 10 officially operated U.S. Navy museums reporting to the Naval History and Heritage Command, the museum houses a rich collection of authentic uniforms, weaponry, underwater artifacts, detailed ship models and artwork. The Hampton Roads Naval Museum is located on the second level of Nauticus.
