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Scope and Content Notes
Captain Larry Douglas, a member of the Naval Reserve Naval Historical Center 0615 Volunteer Training Unit, was recalled by the Naval Historical Center in September 1990. He was assigned temporary duty with the History Office, Headquarters, U.S. Central Command (HQ USCENTCOMICCHO), MacDill Air Force Base, FL.
Captain Douglas gathered a sampling of the extensive collection of operating files that were in use by USCENTCOM. This source material was transferred to the Center's Operational Archives

Branch in March of 1991 for retention.

The collection comprises documentation primarily from the period August-October 1990. It is an excellent source for information on the early deployment phase of Operation DESERT SHIELD, maritime interception operations, and sealift. The USCENTCOM files compiled by Captain Douglas are arranged alphabetically by subject and identified as Series I.
Note: During his tenure with HQ USCENTCOM/CCHO, Captain Douglas also submitted two papers to the Director of Naval History. His paper on the Iraqi invasion of Kuwait (11 pp.) traces what was going on at USCENTCOM from the spring of 1990 to 2 August 1990. The draft narrative (35 pp.), a collaborative effort with U.S. Air Force historian, Scott Karlin, outlines the early deployment phase of Operation DESERT SHIELD and includes information on prepositioning, strategic airlift, and strategic sealift. These papers are held in the Post 1990 Command File and are a interrelated source to use in conjunction with this collection.
