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HISTORY OF USS JUNEAU (LPD-10) 

USS JUNEAU CLPD-lo), am AMPHIBIOUS TRANSPORT DOCK and the  t h i r d  sh ip  
of t h e  f l e e t  t o  bear  t h e  name, was b u i l t  by ~ockheed  Shipbuilding and 
Construction Company, S e a t t l e ,  Washington. Her keel  was l a i d  on 
January 23, 1965. She was launched on February 23, 1966 and was commission- 
ed on J u l y  12, 1969. 

JUNEAU became t h e  Flagship of  Amphibious Squadron ELEVEN and made her  
first deployment t o  t h e  Western P a c i f i c  i n  August 1970. In February 1971, 
JUNEAU was t r ans fe r red  t o  Amphibious Squadron SEVEN homeported i n  Long 
Beach, Cal i fornia .  During the  summer of 1971 JUNEAU s a i l e d  t o  New Zealand 
and Aus t ra l i a  on a U. S. Naval Academy a t  s e a  t r a i n i n g  cruise .  Af ter  
re turning t o  the  United S t a t e s  i n  August, she soon s e t  s a i l  f o r  Alaska 
t o  provide Naval support f o r  t h e  Amchitka Nuclear Test  Operation i n  
October 1971. The following year, JUNEAU l e f t  f o r  her  second tour  with 
t h e  SEVENTH Fleet .  Af ter  re turning t o  Long Beach i n  December 1972, t h e  
s h i p  received extensive r e p a i r s  and upkeep and provided se rv ice  f o r  THIRD 
Flee t  throughout t h e  year 1973. In  February 1974 t h e  sh ip  returned t o  
duty wi th  t h e  SEVENTH Flee t  Amphibious Force f o r  t h e  t h i r d  time. During 
t h i s  tour,  JUNEAU crossed t h e  equator f o r  t h e  second time t o  p a r t i c i p a t e  
i n  a mult i-nat ional  Amphibious exercise,  KANGAROO I ,  o f f  t h e  eas te rn  coas t  
of Aust ra l ia .  In  June the  sh ip  returned t o  i t s  new homeport, San Diego, 
and cowenced a scheduled s i x  months overhaul. JUNEAU returned t o  t h e  
Western P a c i f i c  i n  October 1975 t o  commence h e r  four th  deployment with 
the  SEVENTH Fleet .  During t h i s  deployment JUNEAU crossed t h e  equator 
f o r  a t h i r d  time enroute t o  Djakarta, Indonesia. In March 1976 JUNEAU 
returned t o  the  Phi l ippine  Islands t o  p r t i c i p a t e  i n  a mult i-nat ional  
amphibious exerc ise  SUGOD 111. I n  May JUNEAU returned t o  San Diego f o r  
a well-deserved t h i r t y  leave period.  In  June the  sh ip  was underway again 
f o r  Alaskan waters and p a r t i c i p a t i o n  i n  Exercise BEARER ICE. 
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
