6. Narrative. As the first ship of the class, and the primary 
test platform for the entire class, Osprey again spent a great 
part of the past year preparing for and participating in tests 
and trials. OSPREY successfully completed Shock Trials, a major 
milestone for the lead ship in the class. During the trials, the 
ship was transported over land via a marine railway into the 
Army's Aberdeen Test Facility pond, a first for a U. S. Navy 
ship. This highly successful endeavor reflected positively on 
the Army - Navy teams ability to work together. 

OSPREY also accomplished many other significant events to 
including a Light Off Exam and an Operational Propulsion Plant 
Examination. In April, the ship made a port visit to its 
eventual homeport of Ingleside, TX. OSPREY will shift homeports 
during the late summer of 1996. 

OSPREY is currently in a Post Shakedown Availability and 
expects to complete all tests and trials prior to the end of next 
year.
