aviation military personnel stationed at NAS Pensacola a s  required by BUMED regulations and a s  
directed by the Commanding Officer , Naval Aerospace and Regioiral Medical Center ; provides 
professional and clerical assistance necessary to process cases referred to the Special Board of 
Flight Surgeons convened by the Commanding Officer of the Naval Aerospace Medical Institute; 
provides the Naval Air Training Command and other commands with professional and clerical 
assistance to evaluate the performance of aviation personnel. 

Program: 111. Hearing Conservation. The Naval Aerospace Medical Institute assis ts  the Bureau 
of Medicine and Surgery in planning, directing and coordinating a comprehensive program of hearing 
conservation for all Navy and Marine Corps activities.

Manages a 
program of repair and calibration of audiometric equipment for all Navy and Marine Corps 
activities. Conducts hearing conservation analyses a t  naval activities seeking assistance in 
developing a hearing conservation program or  in evaluating an existing program. Conducts 
laboratory and field studies to obtain data essential to the implementation and maintenance of 
effective Navy-wide hearing conservation procedures. Recommends auditory standands for naval 
aviation personnel and makes recommendations concerning the conservation of hearing for a l l  naval 
personnel. Interacts with the Acoustical Sciences Division, Naval Aerospace Medical Research 
Laboratory and the Naval Environmental Health Center.

Mission: Conduct research, development, test and evaluation in aerospace medicine and 
related scientific areas applicable to aerospace systems. 

Program: I. Research. Naval Aerospace Medical Research Laboratory research investigators 
a r e  concerned with flight personnel and center around (1) their psychological aptitude and profes- 
sional fitness in flying, (2) their physical fitness, (3) their inflight performance capabilities, and 
(4) their tolerances for flight stresses. Research programs are  directed toward the development 
of physical and psychological criteria for selection of aviation personnel and information/methods 
for assessing and maintaining performance effectiveness in the operational aviation environment. 
The research laboratory is staffed with military and civilian scientific personnel, and is equipped 
to conduct research studies in the following areas: aviation medicine, impact acceleration, vibra- 
tion, nonionizing radiation, cardiology, acoustical sciences, vestibular physiology, bioengineering, 
physiological optics, biophysics, visual processes, aviation personnel standards, training and 
evaluation of aviation personnel, human factors engineering, performance assessment, and 
biomedical experiments using animals.
